The most important aim of Alert Level 2 is to minimise the risk that someone gets infected.

If a student is not feeling well, they must not attend school, so please keep them at home. Under Alert Level 2 we will send anyone
home immediately if they show any sign of not feeling well.

Contact tracing at school is also important, so we need to have the detail(s) that will allow the identification of anyone who has been in
close contact with a person .... if someone in a school is infected.

Reminder : Parents / carers are asked to not come into the school and / or onto the school grounds.

As we have done in Alert Level 3, you can be assured that in Alert Level 2 we will know who is at school, and who our staff and students
have been in close contact with.

We will be taking appropriate measures to keep everyone safe.
