Getting help for you (parent / carer) or your child is not a negative reflection on you or your parenting. It is recognised that children in 2020 are
exposed to so much more, and this information is readily available. It is these influences that are impacting negatively on our children.

What is most critical is “how we guide our children” so please do not under estimate your role as a manager of information and also the time
you invest in your child. You are responsible for what your child does, so you need to make their business ... your business.

The organisations below have qualified personnel who can either work with you to assist your child, or they have counsellors who can work
directly with the child too. They also provide interesting information to read and things to trial at home that work. They do this all of the time, and
this support is ‘taken up’ by parents / carers from all walks of life. Every parent needs to have the appropriate tools available to help their child
grow and develop, and sometimes our kids move more quickly with their development than we can with the tools we have available.

It is the right time to act now while your child is still at primary school. Doing nothing may see your child potentially get worse. This leads to them
pushing boundaries more and more, and making poor choices as they grow. Move on this now because it is very, very hard to win back lost
ground later on. Consider speaking with your family doctor too because they are also well positioned to offer good advice / guidance.

Emergency Practice Drills SHAKE OUT 2020

We regularly update students on the processes, procedures and practices to follow in an emergency. During the year teachers share important
information in a way that is suited to the age of the children they teach. We hold regular practice drills so our students / staff are well prepared
and know what to do. We completed another emergency drill today with our whole school all following the Shake Out procedure and the DROP,
COVER and HOLD procedure(s). Students were asked imagine that it was a real earthquake, and what might be happening around us. The aim
was to think about what we might need to do before / during a real earthquake and how we can help protect ourselves.

DROP = down on hands & knees. This protects us from falling, but lets you move if we need to.
COVER = your head / neck, or entire body under a sturdy table or desk (close to you)
HOLD = on to your cover until the shake stops. If the shake shifts your shelter, move withit. ~ Term 4 — Term Plan

This is an iconic kiwi sporting event that gives kids a realistic goal to train for and the satisfaction of completing the course,
receiving a medal and not to mention their Weetbix T-Shirts. We have seen the benefit and the confidence students have
gained from taking part. It is also a great training opportunity for the year 5/6 school and inter-school triathlon!

Children can enter as individual contestants or in junior or senior teams (it is up to students to find their own team members).
There is no timing for the event and it really is all about “GIVING IT A TRY”.

The distances of each leg per age group are as follows (based on age on event day):

Senior Team of Two (11-15 Years) | 150m 8km 1.5km

All students who enter as part of our school group will be eligible for the special “School Group Entry Price” of $45.00 pp.
Early bird registrations close on 31 January 2021.

While Te Rapa School enters as a group, we ask that all parents register their children and pay Weetbix Tryathlon directly as
this eliminates the need for the school to get involved in the financial side of things. Parents will need to provide transport and
accompany their children to the event.
